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Creating a Personal Facebook Page for a Historical Figure
Grade Level: Middle School 7th-8th
Objectives: 

· Students will learn about the Revolutionary War and prominent figures in the war

· Students will demonstrate their knowledge of the Revolutionary War by creating a personal profile of a prominent figure in the Revolutionary War. 

Procedure:

1. Teach the Revolutionary War, including key events and people

2. Students will choose a important person involved in the Revolutionary War and create a personal facebook as if they were that person
3. Students will need access to computers in order to create facebook profiles of their chosen historical figure. 

4. Using the website www.facebook.com, students will need to login with a username and password, which can be created by the teacher.

5. In the students’ facebook profile, they will assume the identity of their chosen historical figure.

6. Students can be required to add photos of their figure, quotes said by their figure and other facts that demonstrate students have an understanding of their figure’s view, stance and role in the Revolutionary war. 

Directions for using Facebook:

· Go to the website www.facebook.com
· Here you can sign up for free by creating a username (email address) and a password. 

· After you have received instructions as to how to sign in to Facebook (via the email address you provided) login in and begin to setup an account

· In order to ensure safety and privacy, simply click on “settings” in the top right corner to set privacy limits and barriers

· You can add to or edit your profile by clicking on the different tabs within your profile. For example to add a photo, you click on “add photo tab” within your profile. The same goes for adding or editing notes and other information
